Section Summary 

Map Á Clusters ς The map now supports the grouping of multiple projects into one icon on 
the map when there are a large number of projects concentrated in one area.  The 
clusters area is outlined by a shape that defines the extent of all of the projects in 
the cluster, along with the approximate number of projects in the cluster.  The 
clusters reduce the amount of time required to display all of the projects on the 
map and, when zoomed out to view a larger area, give a general indication of the 
number of projects in an area. 

o Double clicking on a cluster will zoom the map to view the individual 
project icons. 

o Clusters are applicable to the maps on the Project, Moratorium, 
Opportunity and Conflict screens. 

o The new clustering slide bar can be used to select the number of clusters 
displayed on the map.  A high cluster setting will result in more clusters 
with a faster loading time.  A low cluster setting will result in fewer 
clusters. 

Á Double Clicking on Icons/Rows ς When you double click on an individual project 
icon (or double click on a row in the list) the map will zoom and pan to display the 
entire length of the project route in the map window.   

Á Address Search ς Address Search now supports cut, copy and paste functions.  You 
can copy and paste data from other applications, such as Word and Excel, into the 
Address Search field.  Also, you can cut, copy and paste data between the Address 
Search field and any of the data fields in the forms within Envista. 

Á Entire Streets - The map now displays routes for circular and semi-circular roadways

Á Meters ς In addition to feet and miles, meters can now be used as a unit of measure 
for defining offsets. 

Projects Á Spatial Filter ς A new advanced filter has been added that allows you to view 
projects that fall within a defined area.  The spatial filter allows you to locate 
projects on a single street, within a specified radius (called a buffer), and between 
two points on a street.

Á Organization Filter ς The organization filter has been moved to the basic filter area.  
The organization filter is synchronized with the location and facility type filter so 
that it only displays organizations that match the location and facility type filter 
criteria.   

Á Area Field ςThe area field an optional location field that is typically used to describe 
the neighborhood or section of the city where the project is located (e.g., Back Bay, 
West Side, etc.).  The area field has been added to the Project, Moratorium and 
Opportunity lists and detail screens.  Now you can sort and group by this field in the 
lists. 

Á Bridge Facility Indicator ς A new facility indicator for bridges has been added to 
Roadway facility types.   

Á Export Projects with Invalid Locations ς The system supports the export of projects 
that may have invalid locations.  The export process does not allow a valid location 
to be overridden with an invalid location. 

Á Quick Access to Related Projects ς From the Project Details page you can link to 



related conflicts, moratoriums and opportunities with a single click. 

Conflicts Á Conflict Date Range ς The new default setting for the conflict date range filter is 
two years.  You can change this setting and it will be saved for future sessions. 

Á Conflicts with Completed/Cancelled Projects ς The conflict engine has been re-
configured so that it does not identify conflicts for projects that are designated as

Moratoriums Á Moratorium Reports and Exportς Both PDF and Excel Reports are now available for 
moratoriums and moratoriums can be exported. 

Á Moratoriums with Prior Start Date ς Moratoriums can now be created with a start 
date that occurs in the past. 

Notifications Á Automatic Notifications ς The system now creates and sends email notifications to 
project contacts prior to the start date or end date of a project or moratorium. 

Á Notification Threads ς Threads of notifications and their replies are viewable in the 
Envista Mailbox, even if the replies were sent from Microsoft Outlook or another 
email application. 

Dashboard Á First Ten Records ς The first ten records in each dashboard list are displayed.  All 
items in the list can be viewed by clicking on the Display All link.

Á Firefox 3 ς Firefox 3 is now a fully supported browser. 
Á Filter Setting ς Filter settings for most of the basic filters (e.g., facility type, date 

range, organization, and status) are now saved between sessions. Advanced filters 
are not saved.
